Music Policy 

Music Vision Statement
Our vision at Holy Trinity CE Primary Academy is to make music a fun and enjoyable learning experience. We encourage children to participate in a variety of musical experiences through which we aim to build up the confidence of all children. 
Intent
The National Curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils:
• Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music
• Learn to sing, create and compose music
• Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated. 
‘A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement.’ Department of Education, National Curriculum.
At Holy Trinity our aim is to provide a music curriculum which will enable each child to reach their full potential in music, encourage children to enjoy singing, composing and performing and provide children with the opportunity to perform in front of an audience both within and outside of school. 
Implementation
Our curriculum is centred around ‘Charanga’, a music-based scheme, in which the children learn to sing and play instruments. They also have an opportunity to develop an understanding of pulse, rhythm and notation. The programme incorporates the use of technologies, enabling the children to compose their own pieces. 
Teaching and Learning Styles
Our teaching focuses on developing the children’s ability to sing in tune and with other people. Through singing songs, children learn about the structure and organisation of music. We teach them to listen to and appreciate different forms of music. As children get older, we expect them to maintain their concentration for longer and to listen to more extended pieces of music. Children develop descriptive skills in music lessons when learning about how music can represent feelings and emotions. We teach them the disciplined skills of recognising pulse and pitch. Also, we teach the children how to work with others to compose music and perform for an audience. 
Teachers are provided with unit overviews, outlining the main skills and knowledge set for each unit of work, key vocabulary and learning sequence. A cycle of lessons and lesson plans for each unit of Music are given to each teacher, which carefully plans for progression and depth, taking into account the objectives of the National Curriculum for each key stage. 
Impact
All children at Holy Trinity receive a broad and balanced curriculum regardless of year group or ability. Every child accesses all subjects on offer at our school. Teachers plan all subjects with clear progression of skills and knowledge, that we have devised as part of our curriculum offer, to ensure that all children access it at an age-appropriate level that ensures that children are learning key skills within music.
Children are learning to work both independently and as part of a group, ensuring skills of resilience and teamwork are promoted in this subject. Children are enthused and engaged in the wide variety of music activities.
Holy Trinity has a school choir giving pupils the opportunities to perform outside of school, within our local environment ensure our children understand its significance and place within the wider world and that these excite and inspire children’s thirst for knowledge and participation in this subject. Such examples include singing in Oswestry Town organised events, Annual Year group performances, Shropshire Sings and a Shropshire Music competition.
Assessment

Teachers make ongoing, informal assessments in Music, using observations of children working. Attainment target level descriptors from the National Curriculum help give an overview of the ongoing achievements of the children in the subject. Teachers are to record and report to the Music co-ordinator those children working above and below of age related expectation. Areas for development are also identified and used to plan future work.  Teachers and pupils both need to know what has been learned, and how learning and understanding has progressed. This will be monitored by pupil and staff voice, recorded video monitoring and regular CPD. 

Monitoring and review  
  
Monitoring of the standards of children's work and of the quality of teaching in Music is the responsibility of the Music subject leader. The work of the Music subject leader also involves supporting colleagues in the teaching of Music, being informed about current developments in the subject, and providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school. The Music subject leader gives the Head of School an annual summary in which they evaluate strengths and weaknesses in the subject and indicate areas for further improvement. The curriculum committee is briefed with regards to the teaching of Music. 

Inclusion  
 
At Holy Trinity Academy and Nursery, we plan to provide for all pupils to achieve, including boys and girls, higher achieving pupils, gifted and talented pupils, those with SEN, pupils with disabilities, pupils from all social and cultural backgrounds, LAC, children who are in care and those subject to safeguarding, pupils from different ethnic groups and those from diverse linguistic backgrounds.  
 
Resources  
  
There is a range of resources to support the teaching of Music across the school. We have a well-equipped music room which enables teachers and pupils the opportunity to enjoy and explore a variety of instruments. The school receives high-quality sessions from outside agencies, including the opportunity to learn violin, drums, guitar and singing.
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
