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Longmynd Class – Autumn Class
A big welcome back to you all to what is now your child’s first year in Key stage 2 – Year 3.
The children have had a wonderful start to the term and settled in fabulously. They are all looking very mature and smart in their new uniforms. We have let the children settle in and adjust before sending a homework schedule, which will begin next week (20th September). We will send a link to the homework set on Class Dojo each week.  

 This term our topic is called “I am Warrior,” focusing on the Romans and Celts. We will learn about all the Romans did for us, key figures such as Boudicca and Julius, their battles, and the everyday life of a Roman. Please find attached a recommended reading list to coincide with our topic that you may wish to share with your child at home.  

A home learning activity will be set every term. This is a project for children to complete at home, alongside family and friends over several weeks.  This is designed to support children’s learning and understanding of the topic, as well as develop independent learning and interest.  With our class focus being on Romans, this term’s home learning project is to find and report on something the Romans invented/developed, such as a roads, calendars, aqueducts etc. You could research how it was invented, how it has changed over the years, how it has been useful, and create your own drawing, painting or even model of the invention.  Longmynd's home learning project must be returned to school by Friday 15th October as this will then provide all children with the time to share their projects in class.  We look forward to seeing this completed.

Whilst in Longmynd, your child will be expected to complete the homework set. Your child will be expected to read to an adult 4 times a week for 10 minutes. Please enter a comment in their reading record about how they have read and any tricky words they have come across. We also encourage the children to write a few sentences reflecting on the book and vocabulary encountered.
Spellings will be sent home on Friday.  Your child is expected to learn these at home ready for a test on the following Friday. Maths homework will be sent home on a Wednesday. This should be completed and handed back in on the following Wednesday. There may also be other homework linked to classwork in the term. Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week. We have PE outdoors on Tuesdays and indoors on Wednesdays, providing the weather is appropriate.  Your child should come with their P.E in their bag as we can now change in school.  

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. This term we are looking at Generosity. The children will be looking at how these values link to our topics and how they can display these values in their everyday lives.  If you see your child, or any member of the Holy Trinity community displaying any of our core values, we’d love to hear about it. We will be awarding children who go above and beyond to show these values a special award at the end of each term.
