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Haughmond Newsletter: Spring 1

Welcome to our Spring Term; we are looking forward to the weeks ahead and starting to see all of our skills learnt over the Autumn Term being used throughout our lessons.  The children worked incredibly hard last term and made us all very proud. We were also very proud of all the progress the children made during their whole term of swimming, for all those that had reading parts in the church service, for the children that passed their cycling proficiency badges and finally for those children that took part in all the musical festivals. 

In class, this half term, we will be focusing on a book called Arthur and the Golden Rope.  During this English unit, we will be learning about: selecting appropriate grammar and vocabulary, including formal language, passive voice, expanded noun phrases, personification and appropriate punctuation.  All of these new skills will help us to write letters, newspaper reports and our own mythical story at the end of the unit. 

In Maths, we will be concentrating on: Fractions, Decimals and Percentages units, learning how to add, subtract, multiply and divide as well as looking at the interrelationship between all three concepts. 
Evolution is the focus of this term’s Science Topic as well as looking at inheritance and variation.

We have already made a good start to our Geography unit, which is focusing on Extreme Earth. We will be studying the impact of some of the extreme weather that occurs in parts of our world today. In RE we will be developing an understanding of the Islam faith, looking at their God, Allah, and The Five Pillars of Islam. 
In PE we will be developing our own dance routines. In Music, we will be looking at the music of Carol King focusing on the beat, instruments and learning our own song.  In Art we are learning about Typography and studying work on the artist Louise Fili. During our lessons in ICT, the children will be learning about web sites and creating their own.

Whilst in Haughmond, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, with their book and Reading Record being returned every day. It is so important that this regular reading is taking place in the lead up to SATs.  Spellings will also be tested weekly, given out on a Monday and tested on a Monday.  Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week. Our set days are a Tuesday and Thursday, but due to the weather this might change. We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the half term.
We have given your children SAT’s Boot camp logins and we would now expect each child to access this site regularly, along with Read Theory, Time Tables Rock stars – which will help the children in preparation to the lead up to SATs.

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. This term we are looking at Perseverance. The children will be looking at how this value links to our learning and how they can display our value in their everyday lives.  If you see your child, or any member of the Holy Trinity community displaying any of our core values, we’d love to hear about it. We will be awarding children who go above and beyond to show our values a special award at the end of each term.
