How the time has flown and we are fast approaching March already! This term in class we will be focusing on the book ‘The Curious Case of the Missing Mammoth’ by Ellie Hattie & Karl James Mountford. The children will enter a magical world where dinosaurs and knights have come to life in this fact-filled, lift-the-flap caper! Our key focus will be in how to use appropriate connectives, different verb tenses, grammar and key vocabulary.  All the skills will help us write our very own story based on the structure of ‘The Curious Case of the Missing Mammoth’ with a change of character and setting.
 
In Maths, we will be continuing on the units: multiplication and division, length and height and mass capacity and temperature.

 ‘Animals and their habitats’ is still the focus of this term’s Science Topic as well as looking at plants and the environment. 
 
We have already made a good start to our History unit, which is focusing on ‘Childhood – then and now’. We will be comparing life as a child back as far as the Victorian era through to the past decade. In RE we will be answering the question ‘Why does Easter matter to Christians?’.
In PE we will focusing on Mindfulness stretching and dodgeball. In Music we will be looking at learning how to enjoy moving to music by dancing, marching, being animals or pop stars - in our unit ‘Zootime’. In DT this term we are learning about food. During our lessons in computing, the children will be learning how to input Data and information – with Pictograms. 
Whilst in Caradoc, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, with their book and Reading Record being returned every day. Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week. Our set days have changed slightly this term and are now on a Monday and Tuesday. Not Wednesday as last term. We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the half term. 
 
As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. This term our value is Justice. The children will be looking at how this value links to our learning and how they can display our value in their everyday lives.  If you have any questions or concerns about any of the above, please do not hesitate to ask.
