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We hope everyone has had a well-rested Easter break and everyone is ready for our penultimate term of the year! This term in class we will be focusing on the book ‘Toys in space’ by Mini Grey. The children will enjoy the hilarious and heartfelt new adventure: a motley group of toys left outside in the garden become true friends and brave heroes - in space! Our key focus will be in how to use appropriate connectives, different verb tenses, grammar and using appropriate key vocabulary.  All the skills will help us write our very own story based on the structure of ‘Toys in space’ with a change of character and setting.
 
In Maths, we will be focusing on the units: mass capacity and temperature, fractions, time and statistics. ‘Plants’ will be our new Science Topic as well as looking at planting and plant growth. 
 
Geography this term will be ‘Seas and coasts’. The children will be learning about oceans and continents, our own British seas and beaches, and comparing them to that of around the world. In RE we will be answering the question ‘How can I make a difference in the world?’. PSHE this term will be a focus on ‘What helps us grow and stay healthy?’
In PE we will concentrating on Kwick cricket and multi skills. In Music we will be looking at learning a PSHE inspired unit in the friendship song. In Art this term we are learning about the work of influential artists Flauna and Fauna in which the children will be inspired to create their own collages. During our lessons in computing, the children will be learning all about the basics of programming and robotic algorithms. 
Whilst in Caradoc, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, with their book and Reading Record being returned every day. Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week – these will remain the same as last term, on a Tuesday and Friday afternoon. We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the term. 
 
As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. This term our value is Service. The children will be looking at how this value links to our learning and how they can display our value in their everyday lives.  If you have any questions or concerns about any of the above, please do not hesitate to ask.
