Haughmond Newsletter Summer 2

Welcome back to your child’s final term at Holy Trinity.
We hope you had a wonderful half term break in the sunshine. All of the children worked incredibly hard last half term and all the staff were so very proud of each one of them – especially during their SATs week.
In class this half term we will be continuing our studies around the book called ‘Radiant Child- The story of young artist Jean-Michel Basquiat’ by Javaka Steptoe.  During this English unit we will be focusing on the non-fiction genre of an information text, using correct genre SPAG to write an information text about Jean-Michel Basquiat for an Art Gallery. 
 In Maths we will be using all of our skills and applying them to different situations, but in particular – the Fiver Challenge. The children will be working in groups to come up with an idea of earning money from a fiver. The challenge offers an excellent introduction to enterprise and the world of work through a highly interactive four weeks as they research, create, plan and run their own business with a £5 pledge. 
In Science we will be starting a new topic on Electricity We will be constructing simple series circuits, to help them to answer questions about what happens when they try different components, for example, switches, bulbs, buzzers and motors. They will also be learning how to represent a simple circuit in a diagram using recognised symbols. 
We will be starting our new History unit, ‘Rebuilding Britain’. In this unit we will be exploring the rebuild of Britain following the Second World War. In RE we will be developing an understanding of Judaism.  In PE the children will be learning the skills and rules associated with the game of Kwik Cricket. On a Thursday they will be developing their Athletic skills.  In Music we will be studying a unit called ‘Reflect, Rewind and Replay’, focusing on the beat, instruments and composing our own song.  Our DT this term will be based around researching, tasting and evaluating the skills related to Food technology. 

Whilst in Haughmond, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, with their reading book and record being in school each day.  Please can you write a comment about how they have read.    Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week. Our set days are Tuesday and Thursday, but due to the weather this might change. We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the half term.

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. This term we are looking at Truthfulness. The children will be looking at how this value links to our learning and how they can display our value in their everyday lives.  If you see your child, or any member of the Holy Trinity community displaying any of our core values, we’d love to hear about it. We will be awarding children who go above and beyond to show our values a special award at the end of each term.  If you have any questions or concerns about any of the above, please do not hesitate to ask.

Finally, the children will be preparing for their final Leavers Service. More details will follow as to when this service will take place in the final week of the term.
