All children will have one phonics book bag book, one reading for pleasure book and one reading for challenge book. New books will be sent home every Friday. Please can you write a comment about how they have read.   All Earls Hill children will have PE twice a week on a Wednesday and Thursday. 

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. Our overriding value is Hope and this term we are focussing on Truthfulness. The children will be looking at how this value links to our topics and how they can display our value in their everyday lives.
