We are all looking forward to the year ahead in Caradoc Class as Year Twos.  In English our main book this half term is “Look Up”. It is a funny, uplifting story celebrating the wonder of every moment!  The children will be composing sentences and working towards writing a story.  In Science we will be finding out about Living Things and Their Habitats. We will also be studying about Technology Around Us in Computing, and singing and playing instruments in Music and Expressive Arts. In Maths, we will work on number, this will include place value, addition and subtraction as well as multiplication and division.  In PE we will be learning about balance and different ways of moving in Multi Skills and in Geography we will be looking at Where We Live, in the world, country and Oswestry.
Please would you hear your child read at home each day.   All children will have two phonics book, and one reading for pleasure book. New books will be sent home every Friday. Please can you write a comment about how they have read.  Please bring their book bag in every day as we will be hearing your child read during the week. 

In P.E. all the children will have lots of opportunity to develop their strength, balance, coordination and agility through dance and games.  P.E. will be on a Monday and Tuesday each week.  We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the half term.   Occasionally we will also go to Forest School.

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. Our values for the year are: Hope, Community, Peace, Dignity, Wisdom and Joy. The children will be looking at how these values link to our units of work and how they can display our values in their everyday lives.
