Please encourage
your child to handle the book correctly, turn the pages over one at a time, start at the beginning
and talk about what is happening in the pictures. As your child learns letters in their Phonics
sessions, they will be given reading books with words in them. Please read with your child every
evening. Record and sign what has been read in your child’s reading record.

As a church school, our learning takes place through Christian Values. Our overarching school value
is Hope. The children will be looking at how this value links to our topics and how they can display
our value in their everyday lives. If you see your child, or any member of the Holy Trinity community
displaying any of our core values, we’d love to hear about it. We will be awarding children who go
above and beyond to show our values a special award at the end of each term.
