The story is about a young barn owl called Plop, who is frightened of the dark. We are working on using capital letters, full stops and commas, working towards writing a fact file about owls. In Science, we are continuing to learn about Animals and their Habitats. We will also be studying about Guy Fawkes, finding out who he was and why Guy Fawkes and the other conspirators created the gunpowder plot. It will be fun in Computing as we use digital media to create paintings. We are singing a Christmas song called Ho! Ho! Ho! and playing instruments in Music. In Maths, your child will be developing their sense of ‘addition and subtraction.
Whilst in Lawley, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, please bring their book bag in every day as we will be hearing your child read during the week. All children will have one phonics book, and one reading for pleasure book. New books will be sent home every Friday. Please can you write a comment about how they have read. For PE, all the children will have lots of opportunity to develop their strength, balance, coordination and agility through dance and games. Our set days are Tuesday and Friday, but due to the weather this might change. We ask for all child to keep their PE kit in school and it will be sent home at the end of the half term.

The children will be looking at how these values link to our topics and how they can display our values in their everyday lives.
