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Long Mynd Newsletter Spring 2

Welcome to Spring 2, the children worked incredibly hard last half term and have made us all incredibly proud. We have a lot to look forward to in the coming weeks such as our RE places of worship trip, making Easter cards for the local nursing home and Year 4 preparing for the multiplication test in June.  As we are still in the period of Lent, we will be continuing our 40 acts of kindness within the classroom.

In English this half term, we will be focusing on a book called ‘Big Blue whale’ by Nicola Davies.  During this English unit we will be learning about writing a persuasive informative article about whales for the protection of the blue whale. Also to include a fact file for other endangered animals using conjunctions, including a variety of verb forms, adverbs, heading and subheadings. 

We teach maths in a spiral curriculum where we teach a unit in a sequence of lessons and return back to the unit to further embed prior knowledge. This half term we will be learning more about Fraction, Mass and Capacity, Length and Perimeter and Year Four will also learn about Decimals. 
We will also be revisiting times tables throughout the term where Year 4 will be preparing for the Multiplication test in June.

In Science, we will be focusing on Animals including humans where we look in detail at the digestive system, teeth, oral hygiene and food chains. Our History unit this half term is Early Civilisation, where we will explore the number the Sumerians, ancient Egyptians and Shang Dynasty. In RE we will be focusing on Gospel with the big question: What kind of world did Jesus want? Followed by our annual Easter Church Service at Holy Trinity Church.   In PE, we will be using our sessions to learn about mindful stretching with different poses warm up and cool down activities as well as Athletics. In Music we will be understanding the song Lean on Me, a soul song written by Bill Withers in 1972. The song has been covered and interpreted as a Gospel song. For DT this half term, we are linking it to our community link where we will be making Easter cards with levers and pulleys and sending them to the local nursing home. This is a link we hope to develop further as a school with opportunities for the choir.




Whilst in Long Mynd class, we expect your child to read at least 4/5 times a week, with their reading record and book being returned daily in preparation for a new reading book.  Please can you write a comment about how they have read.  Each Year group follows a set spellings and they will be given new spellings and tested every other week. Your child will have the opportunity to have PE twice a week. Our set days are Tuesday and Thursday, but due to the weather this might change. We ask for all children to keep their PE kits in school and they will be sent home at the end of the half term.
