There will be weekly updates on Clee Class page on the school website showing the learning which has taken place during the week.
Whilst in Clee, we expect your child to read at least 5 times a week, please write a comment about how they have read in their reading diary. The children need to bring their book bag in every day as we will be hearing them read during the week. New books will be sent home every week.  
Following on from Storytelling week I am hoping to have a different mystery reader in to read to the children each week. If you, or a member of your family, would like to be our mystery reader please could you let me know?
